LGAP Application:  A motion was made by Councilor Kelley, 2nd by Councilor Gauthreaux to authorize Mayor Toups to apply for a $35,000. LGAP grant to continue the project to install culverts and catch basins in drainage ditches to help ensure adequate and maintenance-free drainage which will benefit residents with a “permanent” drainage fix while improving the health and safety of closing open ditches.  The motion was adopted unanimously.

2014 Audit Engagement Letter:  A motion was made by Councilor Acosta, 2nd by Councilor Cazes to accept the engagement letter for the 2014 audit submitted by Kathleen Beard.  The motion was adopted. 

Janitorial Bids:  Two bids were received for the janitorial contract on the Municipal Building.  Mayor Toups asked for bids for the Janitorial contract  from the floor three times.  No further bids were forthcoming.


Bids were opened with the following results:

A motion was made by Councilor Gauthreaux  to accept the low bid of Servicemaster Clean for $320. a month for once a week  cleaning.  The motion was adopted. 


Parish Council:  Mr. Randy Mouch, parish representative, advised that the Parish’s budget includes some work to be done within the Town of Addis.  A short discussion was held on the study being done for future roads west of the railroad tracks. 


Police Report:  The monthly police report, given by Chief Anderson, included 79 tickets written; 12 misdemeanor arrests; 3 felony arrests; and 7 vehicle crashes worked.  The misdemeanor arrests were:  5- domestic/disturbance; 2-traffic; 1-warrant; 1-improper telecommunication; 1-theft; and 2-animal at large.  The felony arrests were:  1-burglary;  1-monetary instrument abuse;  1-narcotics.  


Sewer Report:  The monthly sewer report, read by Mayor Toups, included 37 equipment failures; 6 jammed pumps; 2 grease problems (Sugar Mill #2 and Plantation Ridge) 1 tank installation; 1 electrical relocation; 3 miscellaneous and 11 Scada System calls.  The screen in River Bend is being cleaned twice a week; and there were 5 inspections.

Public Hearing and Final Action on Ordinances:   None 


Introduction of Ordinances:  A motion was made by Councilor Acosta, 2nd by Councilor Kelley to introduce  an Ordinance to set a collection fee of 30% of the total fine, and engage the firm 
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of American Municipal Services to collect fees due on bench warrants, with a public hearing and action on the Ordinance to take place at the January 7, 2015  meeting of the Mayor and Town Council.  The motion was adopted.


A motion was made by Councilor Parrish, 2nd by Councilor Acosta to introduce an Ordinance to amend the Code of Ordinances to make changes to the approval of Subdivision Plats, with a public hearing to be held at the January 7, 2015 meeting of the Mayor and Town Council.  The motion was adopted. 


Committee Reports:    Finance:  A motion was made by Councilor Gauthreaux, 2nd by Councilor Cazes to pay bills found in order.  The motion was adopted. 


Mayor Toups reminded the Council of the Special Meeting to be held on Wednesday, December 17 at 5:30 p.m. especially for the 2015 budget.   He further advised that the VFW Hall and Myhand Park have been reserved for the weekend of Sepember 11, 2015 for the celebration of the Town’s 100th anniversary. 


Sartain Property:  Mayor Toups advised that he had spoken with Mr. Sartain who owns property adjacent to the town’s west boundary line which they are planning to sell.  A discussion was held on the Town possibly purchasing the property for future expansion.  


A motion was made by Councilor Acosta, 2nd by Councilor Cazes to authorize Mayor Toups and Town Attorney Larpenteur to go forward with negotiations on the Sartain property and have an appraisal made on the property if it is warranted.  The motion was adopted. 


Police:  None 


Sewer:  A discussion was held on requiring the developer of a new subdivision to furnish a generator for the lift station, if  it is necessary to install a lift station in the subdivision.  This will be incorporated in the proposed Ordinance on Subdivision Plat Approval.  


Personnel:  A motion was made by Councilor Gauthreaux, 2nd by Councilor Kelley to authorize Mayor Toups to expend funds  for the annual Christmas luncheon.  The motion was adopted. 


Drainage:  A motion was made by Councilor Acosta, 2nd by Councilor Kelley to accept the Culvert Program and its Policies, as presented.  The motion was adopted on the following roll call vote: Yeas:  Acosta; Cazes; Gauthreaux; Kelley; Parrish. Nays:None  Absent: None  Abstaining: None   A copy of the Program and Policies is attached to and made a part of these minutes.

An area on Eudora and the ditch near the Old Texaco station were mentioned as having some problems with drainage and/or overgrowth.  John will be asked to check these areas.   


Bldgs:  Mayor Toups advised that the DeBlanc house is ready to be moved.  

A motion was made by Councilor Parrish, 2nd by Councilor Gauthreaux to have the Maintenance Dept. dress up the property where the DeBlanc once stood.  The motion was adopted. 


Adjourn:  The meeting was adjourned at 6:52 p.m. on a motion by Councilor Kelley, 2nd by Councilor Parrish and adopted.
